
1)  Cut plywood to size. 
2)  For the 1x2s, I started with a 1x4 and ripped it on a table saw.  If 1x2s are purchased, ignore this 

step.  
3)  Paint the plywood, 2x4, and 1x2s black. Allow to dry.  It may require a second coat. 
4)  Determine the location for the ellipse and paint it white. A second coat will probably be 

required. 
5)  For the numbers, there are 2 options.  For both options, start by marking the locations based on 

the dimensions given in the plans.  For the first option, I made a rectangular hole (3”x1 7/8”) in a 
piece of paper.  I used this as a guide to draw the numbers.  Then the numbers can be painted 
with a brush.  The second option is to use stencils of the right size to use as a guide for painting.  
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
